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CASE RESEARCH GRANT APPLICATION FORM

INTRODUCTION
The Case Research Grant provides funding of up to S$3,000 per case project. The duration for each project is up to six months. The grant aims to encourage academic staff to interact in productive ways with industry players and to facilitate the generation of teaching material with Asia content. 

Applicants for the Case Support Grant must meet all of the following requirements: 
· Principal Investigators (PIs) must be full time NUS academic staff (Asst Prof / Assoc Prof / Prof). Faculty who are on the Teaching and Practice track are also welcomed to apply. 

· Applications by Visiting Fellows/Professors require a strong recommendation letter from the HOD for consideration. Priority will be given to cross-disciplinary projects that address issues relevant to doing business in Asia. 

· Only two projects per PI can be submitted in each academic year.

· Successful applicants of previous case research grants can apply, but will be required to show how the first award had strengthened teaching.

· Cases can be written in English or Chinese.
· Where completed cases, accompanying teaching notes (hard and soft copies), together with a copy of the signed case release form should be submitted to Ms Lim Cheow Loo bizlcl@nus.edu.sg. 

· The PI shall be responsible for the completeness of the proposal submission to the Research Office.
· Only proposals properly completed with relevant supporting documents attached will be accepted for grant evaluation and assessment. 
· There is no fixed time period for submission of proposals. PIs should submit their proposals once they have obtained formal approval from the authorized personnel of the company for case development.

· As funds for case research are limited, applications will be reviewed on a competitive basis.
